Camp Location

Camp Lu-Jo is located in northern Cotton County, about sixteen miles southwest of Lawton, 
Oklahoma. From Lawton, the camp may be reached as follows:
1. Go SOUTH on I-44 (H.E. Bailey Turnpike)
2. Take Exit 30 (Faxon/Chattanooga) and then turn WEST toward Faxon and Chattanooga 
on Highway 36 for about 5 miles (until just before Highway 36 begins to curve southwest).
3. Go SOUTH on a blacktop/gravel road (Hurst Road) for 4 miles.
4. Go EAST on a gravel road (Logue  Chapel Road) for 1 mile: then go SOUTH on a gravel 
road (82nd St) for 1.5 miles.
5. Camp Lu-Jo will be on your left.

**Please drive slowly on gravel roads**

Registration and Cost - Early Bird Savings!

Send total camp cost with the Camper Registration Form. If camper registration is 
postmarked before May 1, 2007, camp cost  is $105.00. If  camper registration is post-
marked after April 30, 2007, camp cost is $115.00. Camp  cost includes camper canteen 
and a camp session t-shirt. If a camper attends more than one camp session, a different 
Camper Registration Form must be filled out for EACH camper for EACH camp session.

Final camp registration will be Sunday afternoon for each camp session from 2:30PM to 
5:00PM. Camp registration will NOT start until 2:30PM! All sessions have a maximum of 
210 staff and campers.
An early pre-registration is important...and can save you money!

Pick-Up Time

Campers should be  picked up on Saturday of each camp session between 

8:30AM and 10:00AM. Camp staff is dismissed after 10:00AM on Saturday. It is  import 
that all campers are picked up from camp before 10:00AM.

Evening Worship Services

Evening worship services are conducted each camp session sunday thru Friday. Guests 
are welcome to attend these worship services. Please check with camp director for ac-
tual scheduled time.

Prescriptions & Medications

The Camp Director or an assigned Staff Member (Camp Nurse) should be notified of all 
prescriptions or medicines to be taken by a camper during a camp session.
